 Abandon Normal Devices (AND) is an energetic regional festival of new cinema and digital culture. The festival takes place annually in Liverpool and Manchester on alternate years, in a partnership between FACT (Liverpool) and Cornerhouse (Manchester) with an extended regional programme that erupts across the region.

AND’s mission is to welcome audiences to experience the best in new cinema and digital culture in a celebration that spills from screens and galleries into the streets and imaginations of the North West.  The festival exists to create a space where artists can offer striking new perspectives, and visitors can enjoy, discuss and interact with ideas, in a festival that questions the normal and champions a different approach.

The festival features an eclectic content mix of screenings, installations, online projects, residencies, public realm interventions, exhibitions, workshops and live events, with a distinctive emphasis on critique and ideas - criticality is central to the festival concept with space for both high-level industry-based knowledge exchange and wider public engagement, conversation and debate.

AND 2013 will be an exciting foray into current artistic and cinematic practice. Blurring the boundaries between art, science and cultural activism, the projects showcased will render a series of politically charged views on issues as diverse as modern defense tactics to special effects.
